It include s a style guide, as 
well as some basic design best practices to help ensure that your application is consistent with eBay 
standards and easy to use.   
 
This should not be construed as a final document and some it ems are subject to change .

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What you control  
 
You control the Canvas ï the highlighted area in  the s creenshot below .  
  

 
 
The Canvas has a fixed width of 940 pixels. We recommend that you design your a pplication to fit 
exactly within the space, not more, not less.  
 

An application with less  than 940 pixels will leave white space around  in the Canvas. . And apps bigger 
than 940 pixels will give horizontal  scroll in page. The canvas does not have a fixed height. You can 
specify a custom height for your application -  but we recommend that you fit your height within 1200 
pixels, to make the page easy to scan.  
 

 
Logo    
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eBay displays your logo (270 pixels x 35  pixels) at the top of the Canvas , so it is visible at all times 
when a user  is in your application . We recommend that you not duplicate i t anywhere else on the 
canvas as it could :  
 

-  clutter the limited screen real estate you have  
-  decrease the performance  of your application due to the image file size   

 
 

Canvas Layout   
Organize your information in the Canvas using columns .  

-  Limit the number of columns to up to three  (left, center and right) fewer columns communicate 
information clearly.  

-  Use panels within  the columns to separate  information . Use background colors to differentiate 
panels containing more important information from panels with less i mportant information .   

-  Display the main information in the center column. Avoid usin g a background color -  pla cing 
content on white space creates an  easier user experience .   

 
Organize information using columns  
 
Copyright information  

Be sure to create a  horizontal footer to complete the Canvas layout.  
 

�x Display links to your companyôs copyright information, terms and conditions and privacy policy. 
Open the links in new windows ï this will help to  keep your users on the  application even when 
they are reading company information.    

�x The font size of the links in the footer should be smaller than the font size youôre using in the 
rest of the Canvas. Your intent should be to keep the footer subtle ï it should  not distract your 
users.     

�x Clearly separate the main content and the footer. Give your footer a contrasting, dull, 

background color.   
�x Make sure that the backg round color and design of your  footer is different from eBayôs footer to 

clearly convey that you are two different companies.
